Conservation Commission
History and Funding

The Conservation Commission has been
In existence since 1967 and is made up
entirely of resident volunteers. Over the
years, the activities of the Commission
have varied depending on the needs and
interests of the community.

Like other Boards in Town, the
Commission has a very limited budget
to perform all of its day-to-day
activities.

In 2003, the residents recognized the
growing development pressures in the
community and voted at Town Meeting
to allocate 100% of the Land Use
Change Tax (LUCT) to a Conservation
Fund. The LUCT is a penalty assessed
on property owners when land is
removed from Current Use. The
amount generated from LUCT is not
predictable year-to-year and can not be
budgeted for.

This Fund is currently the sole source of
money for the Town to use to purchase
and maintain land for permanent
conservation.  Any changes in the
distribution of these funds could

adversely affect the Town’'s ability to

permanently conserve land.
